The community we service
At Naseby Church of England Primary Academy, we ensure that all members of the school community feel safe, valued and cared for. The school strives for excellence, providing a challenging learning environment where all children can grow as independent learners equipped for life. 
We are proud to be an integral part of our local village community, working All Saints Church, the Methodist Church, the Naseby Parish, the Village Hall & being situated near the site of the famous Battle of Naseby we enjoy working with the Sealed Knot Society on Battlefield Projects. We enjoy supporting local village events and are especially hosting the Platinum Jubilee Celebration for the village later this year. All children are part of an ‘Ambassador Troop’, who take turns to meet with the older generation in our community  ‘Naseby Neighbours’ and during Covid times have continued communication via letters and prayers. 
Our Vision & Values

Our vision is to grow in strength through the joy of the Lord, to develop a lifelong love of learning and discover how, as a Christian community, we can make a difference in our world through being: Loving, Inclusive, Nurturing & Empowering. Love is our cornerstone – the love of God, the love of others and the love of ourselves.  This is underpinned by the verse:

‘Let all that you do be done in love’ – 1 Corinthians 16:14.
We aim to be a kind, caring community built on our Christian values of;

Joy, Love & Resilience.
Collective Worship
We enjoy daily acts of Collective Worship led in turn by the Head of School, Teachers, Canon Miranda, Reverend Andy and the Christian Ethos Group. We also enjoy visiting speakers such as members of other Faiths and organisations. Collective Worship begins with a greeting, lighting our candle and then saying our school prayer (written by the Christian Ethos Team).  We then explore a theme linked to a bible story which is told interactively and then take time to silently reflect. We end collective worship with singing a hymn or song and then saying the Lord’s Prayer. Prayer is invitational and children are offered the opportunity to say any personal prayers they have aloud at the end of the worship session. 
Christian Ethos group plan and then lead a Collective Worship session once a week, based around the termly and weekly themes.  

Enjoying our Faith

In addition to the usual celebrations and services that Church schools do such as Harvest, Easter and Nativity in the local church, we enjoy a range of other activities to explore our Faith. 

Father Kris leads Forest Church sessions with each class. This term we are looking forward to exploring a trail around the grounds, dressed as Kings whilst following a ‘wooden star’, to explore ‘Epiphany’. The trail will include Father Kris taking about the journey of life and the difficulties we may face, finishing in our forest school area to share a bible story. 
Father Kris has also worked with our Christian Ethos group to create an indoor prayer space, which changes each term. 

Nurture is an integral part of life at Naseby and we have dedicated Nurture Lead to support the children on a 1:1 basis, that takes place in a ‘Nurture room’. The nurture lead was also supported by Mel Wheeler – Lay Preacher from Naseby Methodist Church, last term. 
Staff are invited to take part in early morning prayer sessions once a term, led by Canon Miranda and Father Kris. 
Our Christian Ethos group continues to grow and takes place weekly, led by the Head of School. We light a candle and then using handling crosses to take turns to say a prayer aloud or silently.  We discuss the weekly Collective worship theme and the group plan an assembly that includes a bible story, a hymn, an activity, reflection and sometimes drama. The group also write prayers when required, for members of our community who may be in need.
We are looking forward to organising a retreat in the summer term for our ‘Christian Ethos Group’, along with groups from other local schools. We are blessed to have ‘Reading bus’ as our school library. Please feel free to contact us if you would like to come and visit. There will always be a warm welcome, a hot drink and slice of cake!
